In order that we prepare all children in our care to live in harmony and with equality of opportunity, it is necessary for us to first raise our own, and others’ awareness of all the issues crucial to providing equality of opportunity. Equal opportunities is not just about treating everybody equally, but recognizing that as individuals we have different strengths, abilities and therefore, different needs.

All playworkers have a moral responsibility to the children within their care, to ensure all children have the same play opportunities regardless of disability, gender, social status, race or religion.

At Kids Club we value each child and member of staff and celebrate their individuality. This will be achieved by providing a happy, caring and secure environment.  We also recognize that children and staff come in all sizes, shapes, colour and religions, with varying degrees of ability.  We all have individual ideas and views which should be listened to and valued. To achieve this we plan a varied activity programme and choose resources carefully with regard to a variety of religious celebrations. All staff and children are involved in the planning of these programmes via discussion at staff meetings and consulting with the children.
Discrimination of any sort against any child or adult will not be tolerated within Kids Club. Anti discriminatory practice is not just about avoiding discriminatory behavior within the play setting, it requires active thinking, planning and evaluation, in order for us all to overcome prejudices. Playworkers have a responsibility to challenge racist, sexist and other forms of discriminatory language or behavior, whether towards a child or adult thus setting good examples for children to follow. All staff help to promote British Values and to teach the children too. Staff should refer to the Whistle Blowing Policy if they feel a member of staff is acting inappropriately.
Integration of children with special needs into our play setting can give all children an opportunity to experience play in a new and refreshing way and make new friends and increase their social conscience. By accessing grants from The Including Me Project we can ensure children who need one-to-one care can also be included in our activities. Kids Club recognizes that children have a wide range of needs, which differ from time to time, and we aim to actively involve children with differing abilities into all the activities we provide.
